Stallion, yearlings and broodmares headline catalogue

The first entries have been unveiled for Auctav’s September Online 
Sale, which takes place on Wednesday, 24 September. Haras des 
Faunes, Écurie Doughty and Haras des Pyrénées lead the way with a 
notably diverse and attractive selection.

Among the early highlights is a Thunder Moon yearling filly (Lot 1) out of Looking 
Fine, from the immediate family of the influential National Hunt stallions Coastal Path, 
Reefscape and Martaline.
Broodmare buyers will be drawn to Claudia Eria (Lot 2), a 2012 mare offered in foal to 
the promising young Iffraaj stallion My Prospero, while Laia Chope (Lot 6), already 
dam of black-type performer Livachope as well as Lewis Chop and Liya Chope, is also 
carrying to My Prospero.
A smart Advertise colt (Lot 3) is guaranteed unbroken and represents the celebrated 
Rebecca Sharp and Golden Horn family, while La Surprise (Lot 4), a five-year-old 
daughter of Saxon Warrior, comes out of training. She is a sister to black-type Three 
Bodies and closely related to Willie Mullins’ high-class hurdler Gaelic Warrior.
The broodmare section features depth and proven families, notably Katkobella (Lot 
5), a daughter of Irish Wells in foal to Grand Prix de Paris hero Feed The Flame, and 
Sirajiah (Lot 8), a daughter of black-type Miss Honorine offered in foal to Supremacy.
Proven producer Sugar Bay (Lot 9), a five-time winner whose dam produced Listed 
scorer Van Ellis, is carrying to Marianafoot, while Gleditsia (Lot 10), a No Nay Never 
mare and sister to speedy juvenile Vedeux, is in foal to Belbek.
The yearling draft is headlined by a Romanised filly (Lot 11) from the family of Power, 
Curvy and Footstepsinthesand, alongside a Galileo Gold filly (Lot 14) whose dam is a 
sister to black-type Miss You Too, responsible for Term Of Endearment and Cerberus. A 
Seahenge filly out of Souville (Lot 16) and a daughter of sought-after Hello 
Youmzain (Lot 17), tracing back to the Red Bloom and Red Camellia family, add 
further appeal.

Stallion opportunity: Gutaifan (Lot 18)
Haras des Faunes will present Gutaifan, the precocious son of Dark Angel who captured 
the Prix Robert Papin (Gr.2) and finished runner-up in the Prix Morny (Gr.1).
 A proven sire, his best runners include Fev Rover, winner of the E.P. Taylor Stakes and 
Beverly D. Stakes (both Gr.1), Vain Hope (Overdose Díj Gr.2), Popmaster (Dubai Duty 
Free Cup Stakes L.) and Sopran Poseidone (Premio Campobello L.).

Breeding right: Persian King (Lot 19)
A half-share in Persian King is also set to attract international interest. The share 
entitles the owner to one transferable nomination each year. The son of Kingman stands 
at Haras d’Etreham at a 2025 fee of €25,000.
